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On this day, Mr. Perry informed the Exemptions Body that he could vaguely recall that the Applicant had been requested by the Exemptions Body in its decision of the 4th of December 2007 to invite its Insurance Consultant to the meeting.  The order of this decision read:-
“ 1.
Mr. Bopape is to investigate the fund of the Applicant and to report back at the next Exemptions Body meeting at which this matter is set down again.  It is essential that proof be provided of the date of joining the Provident Fund of Liberty.

3. Council is to forward its standard written objections to applications of this sort to the Applicant so as to appraise it of its opposition, so that it can prepare adequately for its appearance before the Exemptions Body.

In addition, the Applicant submitted a bundle of documents which related primarily to the benefits of the Insurance Company of its choice.  Furthermore, Mr. Bopape, the Provident Fund Expert of Council was also not present.  Neither had the report and information requested of him in the decision of the 4th of December 2007 been submitted.
