As such, our artisans and operators are multi-skilled and not​ “drivers”!

They are essentially supervisors with many skills. They organise their crews, operate the cranes, drive the trucks, work the rigging gear, operate tools, etc.

They are also paid accordingly and know their rates of pay have no relationship to the categories listed with the NBCRFI.”
Mr Mndaweni’s representative for the Secretariat of the NBCRFI (Council) requested that the matter be dismissed as rigging is the core business of the Applicant and it is inevitable that in the course and scope of its business, there is transporting of goods.
The Exemptions Body however, is of the view that the Applicant be invited in writing as well as in person, to elucidate on its operation in detail providing relevant facts, figures, so as to enable the Exemptions Body to have a clearer picture of the matter. 

The Secretariat of Council is to also send out an experienced agent to investigate the operations of the Applicant and it to submit a written report to the Exemptions Body within 2 months of receipt of this decision.
